Key Insights 
•	 Arrivals from France set a new annual record in 2018 and 

surpassed the 600K mark for the first time.1

•	 In 2018, the purchasing power of the Euro relative to the 
Canadian Dollar (+5% compared to 2017) helped position 
Canada as a more attractive travel destination for French 
travellers.4

•	 French air arrivals direct from overseas soared 17% in 2018, with 
the largest gains registered in Quebec (+23% or +68K visitors, 
total 361K arrivals), Atlantic Canada (+168% or +6K visitors, total 
9K arrivals) and British Columbia (+40% or +6K visitors, total 24K 
arrivals).1
